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If you have an older model Mercury (Quicksilver) fuel line with red lettering for your outboard, be aware of the damage being done b
y the ethanol in your gasoline.  
Below
 are a series of pictures showing the disintegration of t
he lining inside the fuel line.  
The debris from this disintegrated lining finds its way to your carburetor and your engine either starts acting up 
or stops running all together.
Mercury has a replacement fuel line with blue lettering on it and so far that has been able to withstand the ethanol attack, but the report is still out on the damage that ethanol may or may not be doing to the rest of your motor.
